2. All entries must be accompanied by an entry form signed by the photographer.

3. There is no entry fee.

4. The images must have been taken in 2007.

5. Professional Georgian, Abkhazian and South-Ossetian photographers with a portfolio are allowed to enter in the competition.

6. There is no restriction to the number of entries.

7. The photographer certifies that he/she has the right to distribute the image(s).
8. These entry rules and the conditions on the entry form are binding.

Submission of entries

10. All entries for the contest must be received by 3 December 2007.

11. All winners will be contacted immediately after the results of the contest are known.

12. All entries must be accompanied by a piece of writing, of no more than 150 words, describing the situation your photo depicts, its background and which human right it illustrates. This text can be submitted in either English, Georgian or Russian.

13. Photo stories must contain no less than 3 and no more than 10 photos. Stories containing more or less photos will not be accepted.

14. File names must consist of a sequence number (1, 2, 3, etc.) and a category code. Files that form a story must also include a letter from A to J to indicate their place in the sequence (A = 1st image, B = 2nd image, C = 3rd image, etc.). 

15. Each image must be saved using the following coding mechanism:

· Photo story (PS)

· Poster (PO)

· Human rights photo shot (HR)

16. The file codes must correspond to the information provided on the entry form.

Material specifications

17. Only digital images will be accepted.

18. Digital images will be enlarged to either A-2 or A-3 format. In order for the images to be enlarged, each image must be saved as a separate JPEG with the highest quality setting. Also, make sure the dimensions of the image correspond to A-2 and A-3 format.

19. The original structure of the file must not be altered by digital manipulation.

20. Only single-frame images will be accepted. Composite and multiple exposure images will not be accepted, Images created with the use effects will not be accepted. 

Awards

21. The winners of each category will be awarded with a certificate, 300 Euros and a special prize from OSCE. In addition, the winning images will be posted on www.HumanRights.ge.

22. Entries are judged by their news value and the photographer’s creative skills.

23. An expert jury will decide on the winners of each category.
